In April 2008, 7Y was awarded a contract by WRAP, (Waste and Resources     
Action Programme) to undertake 2 trials on the use of Bioganix compost. One trial 
is on winter OSR at a site at Staunton in Gloucestershire. We finally  managed to 
drill this on September 22, with plots receiving a base dressing of compost to  
compare with applications of artificial fertiliser and farmyard manure.  
The plots have established well considering the lateness of the drilling, which    
underlines the benefits of using organic fertilisers to establish OSR. We will be top-
dressing some of the plots with compost in early Spring to investigate the benefit 
of this method of supplying some of the crop’s nitrogen requirements. These     
results will be available later in 2009. The other trial is on nursery stock (young 
trees) at Huntley in Gloucestershire, which is due to start shortly. 
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As part of our arrangements 
with HMRC, we need to ask all 
our suppliers of services 
through the Machinery Ring to 
sign an annual agreement for 
7Y to issue self-billing invoices 
on their behalf. We will shortly 
be posting the form to you for 
completion and return.
